b. Attend a Campus Orientation. These are ~1 hour in length and offered in the Volunteer Center on Wednesdays@5:30 pm and Saturdays@nine.

c. Receive a Campus access badge once a and b above are complete. 

All on-going volunteers need to go through the above a-c process with Campus entry at Security and then through the interior Prospects Courtyard doors. Volunteers are also encouraged to be certified in First Aid and CPR/AED. 
One time volunteers do not need to go through the above process but do need to:

a. Receive and wear a one-time volunteer badge acquired at Security.

b. Remain at all times with someone who has a permanent access badge.
